OLD BUSINESS: 
 
  Horse Show- Schedule review was the topic of this meeting.  We went through the classes offered and also discussed the order-of-go.  Our main concern is keeping the futurity colts separated from the young people classes, and we will be trying to put those classes toward the front and back of the day.  We understand that the barns who specialize in futurities may have a little less time between classes, but hope to create space by alternating breeds and inserting adult amateur classes in between. We will continue both the dog and horse costume classes, but have dropped most of the other "fun" classes, which had little or no participation last year. We have also decided to replace open "championships" with "stakes" classes, and are making those classes open to horses who have not qualified in a previous class.  We think that this will make it possible for trainers to bring more horses, and give opportunities to more entrants.  We also have dropped the Adult walk and trot classes, but are going to offer an Open English Pleasure for both WT and WTC.  These will be open to all breeds and all age brackets. The Walk & Trot Divison will now have just a 13 & Under and 14-17 division.  We also opted to delete the equitation pattern class, although the judge may certainly call for patterns in the equitation championship, and we may offer an academy pattern class.  The UPHA Challenge Cup will be offered at this show.  Amateur Fine Harness has been combined into Open Fine Harness due to low particiaption industry-wide.
 
  From a timing perspective, we also decided to start the show this year at noon on Friday, which will run the first session closer to the evening session, but should allow the exhibitors better preparation time for the show and easier participation for amateurs.
