OLD BUSINESS: 
 Big D Gala & Awards: There was a good turn out for both the Texas High Point Awards and Big D Charity Gala, held at Reflections on Spring Creek on February 12.  This was NTASHA's year to host the awards ceremony, and this turned out to be a very cost-efficient, elegant, and mutually-beneficial way to hold the event.  We discussed that Big D was able to raise funds comparable to those raised at the Fish Fry/Auction, and that they also recognized the benefit of partnering for the Texas High Points.  In future years, they may want to talk to the other two ASHA Charter Clubs to repeat the program, or NTASHA might be able to host clinics or other horse events to help Big D pull in out-of-town horse owners.

We also discussed the importance of having a good announcer to set the tone of our show, and agreed that it would be worth spending a little more if we need to bring in someone from out-of-town to do the job.  We are fortunate to be able to continue using Jeremy as a DJ, as he is not only an affordable local option , but also really made a connection with our exhibitors in being able to take requests.   We feel strongly that this aspect of the NTASHA Show is part of what sets our show apart from Big D and captures the fun nature of the weekend.  We discussed the Sunday lunch, and at this point have a tentative commitment from Joe Bradshaw to cater a BBQ.  We will be speaking to Las Colinas to ensure that there are no code-enforcement problems with our luncheon.
